5. Deadline for images is midnight Saturday, February 20.
6. Images should have been taken within the last two years.

Photo Hangings

The next hanging at the Henderson County
Library is Sat., Feb. 27, 8:30 a.m. - 9:30 a.m.
Since the library opens at 9:00, we've been
asked to use the entrance to the auditorium
off the parking lot.

This hanging ends Sat., March 27. Members
are asked to pick up their photos between
8:30 and 9:30 a.m. on that date, or make
arrangements to have another member do this
for them.

Any number of photos can be submitted.
Minimum size is 8x10. They must be matted
or mounted but not framed. Any photo shown
at a forum that has not been previously shown
at the library is eligible.

Photos are hung with velcro placed on four
corners of the back of the photos. This velcro
cannot be removed without damaging the
photo backing. For those who want to remove
the velcro, masking tape will be available to be
placed between the photo and the velcro.
When the masking tape is removed, the velcro
is also removed and the photo is not damaged.

To avoid the distraction of passing sign-up sheets around, sign-up sheets will be
placed at the entrance. Members are encouraged to take time to sign up before
the meeting and during the break.
